In June 2004, The Kingman Advice and 

Aid Pregnancy Center opened its sat-

ellite in Dolan Springs. Since that time 

more than 40 clients have received 

services in Dolan Springs through the 

volunteer efforts of Rose Marie Pos-

karblewicz and Natalie Sanchez Casti-

llo. 

The Center offers a program entitled, 

òEarn While You Learn,ó in which edu-

cation is offered about a variety of 

subjects, such as nutrition, child devel-

opment, and parenting skills. Clients 

earn credits toward baby items while

We had a very busy year last year and 

our year-end statistics are finally in. 

In 2009, we had a total of 2046 family 

visits to our center. 334 were new clients 

and 178 signed up for our weekly Earn 

While You Learn Program. There were 

331 pregnancy tests performed, 48 ultra-

sound screenings, 558 bags of diapers 

given out, and 55 cans of formula.  

The clothing department of our center is 

replenished every week. Our Moms are 

able to get infant to size 3 toddler clothes 

for their children, and they are able to 

get maternity clothes too. 

Iõm looking forward to 2010 and I want to 

provide our supporters with a quarterly 

report through our most recent newsletter.
